COMMUNITY BIN TRAILER
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Hire conditions and agreement

Community events often generate waste that can be recycled, such as cans, bottles and cardboard.  However, recycling bins are not always available and therefore recyclable items are often disposed of in the rubbish. 
To encourage recycling at community events, community groups can hire the community bin trailer for free.
The trailer is a tandem axle, caged trailer that contains: 
· 6 x 240 litre rubbish bins with bin caps
· 6 x 240 litre recycling bins with bin caps.

How it works:
On behalf of a community group, you can book and hire the trailer, subject to availability. 

1. Bookings are required at least 48 hours prior to the event, phone 9217 2170 or email resource.recovery@whittlesea.vic.gov.au

2. Before the scheduled collection date, you need to arrange a time to pick up and return the trailer with a Council Officer from the Resource Recovery Team.

The trailer needs to be picked up from and returned to the Epping Depot, 68 Houston Street, Epping at an agreed day and time (Monday – Friday).  For weekend hire, we prefer the trailer is picked up between 7am – 9am on Friday and returned between 7am – 9am on Monday.  If these times do not work for you, please let us know.

3. The person collecting the trailer on behalf of the community group must:
· sign off on the hire agreement
· have experience connecting and driving dual axle trailer and provide a current drivers licence
· drive a registered, comprehensively insured vehicle that is suitable to tow the trailer
· Abide by the Epping Works Depot's occupational health and safety requirements. This includes wearing the provided hi-visibility vest and covered shoes in the depot yard.

To ensure that the bins and bin caps remain in the best condition for subsequent users, the Community Bin Trailer is thoroughly checked over after each use. Please ensure you report any damage to the trailer or contents.

Conditions

You must: 

1. Have experience connecting and driving a tandem axle trailer 
2. Tow the trailer with a vehicle that is adequate to do so, registered, road worthy and comprehensively insured.
3. Have a valid driver’s licence and carry it when driving with the Community Bin Trailer.
4. Before towing the trailer, make sure it is safe to be on the road and check:
· The trailer is connected properly, and all lights and indicators are working 
· The chain at the rear of the trailer is connected to the tow vehicle
· The park brake near the jockey wheel on the trailer is not engaged.
5. Not use the trailer to dispose of residential waste.
6. Not lend the trailer to another group or any other person.
7. Store the trailer in a secure location to prevent damage and vandalization. 
8. Take full responsibility for any damage resulting from an accident associated with the trailer.
If the trailer receives damage from an incident other than a reported accident, you are responsible for meeting all cost associated with this damage and liable to pay the excess for any insurance claim that Council needs to make.
9. Report any faults with the trailer to Council’s Resource Recovery Team upon return of the trailer or if urgent, by phoning 9217 2170.
10. Ensure acceptable material is placed in each bin. There are stickers on the bins that indicate which items belong in each bin. Recyclable items include empty cans, bottles, cardboard, and clean paper such as newspapers and magazines.
11. When returning the trailer to the Epping Depot it must be placed back in its original position ensuring both wheels are chocked, and trailer brake engaged. 
12. Cancellations – advise Council’s Resource Recovery Team as soon as possible.
13. Any breech on these conditions will forfeit your ability to borrow the trailer again.
