Kindergarten Placement Offers/Allocations

Kindergarten placement offers are made starting in the months of July-August in the year prior to your child attending kindergarten.
Applications are still accepted and processed after this date.

Offers are made according to priority of access criteria. Beyond these priorities, offers are made according to other locally agreed criteria
such as, whether you live in City of Whittlesea or have any connections to the service. When you receive a Kindergarten Placement Offer
letter you will have a limited time to respond. You can respond online via the parent web portal, by email or by returning your
Kindergarten Placement Offer letter. If there are no places available at any of your chosen preferences, you will be notified of alternative
vacancies. You have the option to either remain on a waiting list or accept a placement at another kindergarten.

Early Start Kindergarten and Pre-Prep Program

These programs are for families who identify as Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander, are from a refugee or asylum seeker background or
the family has had contact with Child Protection.

Early start Kindergarten: Eligible three-year-old children can access up to 15 hours per week.

Pre-Prep Program: From 2026, eligible four-year-old children can access up to 25 hours per week.

Immunisation — ‘No Jab, No Play’ legislation

Under the ‘No Jab, No Play’ legislation, before your child’s enrolment is confirmed with a kindergarten service, you will need to provide
documentation/evidence regarding immunisation directly to the kindergarten service, see website for details. Council does not require
this evidence for your kindergarten application.
